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Foreword

This Mauritian Standard was drawn by the Chemicals Standards Committee (CSC) through
its Subcommittee on Soaps & Detergents and approved by the Standards Council on 23 July

2008. It was notified in the Government Gazette on 27 September 2008*

This second edition cancels and replaces the first edition of MS 11:1984 incorporating
amendment No 1 1994 which has technically been revised. The main changes are as

follows:

- the pH value range is now from 7 to 11 (see Table 1);

- three additional performance tests, Fluorescent whitening agent content, chemical
damage to cotton fibres and corrosiveness to corrosion-resistant steel, have been
included (see Table 1).

- the reflectance of the calibrated white enamel working standard is now 797 % of that
of magnesium oxide (see A.2.4);

- the wash temperature has changed to 40 + 1 °C (see clause A.3);
