This Mauritian Standard was drawn by the Chemicals Standards Committee through its
Subcommittee on Soaps and Detergents and approved by the Standards Council on 02
April 2009. It was notified in the Government Gazette on 09 May 2009*

This second edition cancels and replaces the first edition of MS 12:1984 which has
technically been revised. The main changes are as follows:

0] The standard now covers two types of toilet soaps:- type A is a more strictly specified
material and is of higher grade while type B is suitable for all general purposes;

(i) the fatty matter content for all general purpose toilet soaps (type B) has been
decreased to 76.5% to be in line with BS 1715:1991.
