SPECIFICATION FOR SCHOOL CHALKS (WHITE AND COLOURED)

1 SCOPE

This Mauritian Standard specifies requirements for school chalks, both white and coloured
intended primarily for writing on blackboards.

2 DEFINITIONS
For the purpose of this standard the following definitions apply.
2] Defective: A chalk, white or coloured, which is either broken or that fails in one or

more respects to comply with the requirements of this standard.

2.2 Lot: Not less than 100 chalks of the same type packed.in containers or boxes bearing
the same batch identification from one manufacturer.
