SPECIFICATION FOR SUPERPHOSPHATES

1 SCOPE
This Mauritian Standard applies to:
(a) single superphosphate (also known as superphosphate)

(b) triple superphosphate

2 DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of this standard the following definitions apply.

2.1 Single superphosphate : (also known as superphosphate) product obtained by reaction of
ground mineral phosphate with sulphuric acid, with monocaicium phosphate as an essential
ingredient as well as calcium sulphate.

2.2 Triple superphosphate: product obtained by reaction of ground mineral phosphate with
phosphoric acid, with monocalcium phosphate as its essential ingredient.

2.3 Basic element: the phosphorus element/stated in terms of phosphorus pentoxide
(P:0,), soluble in neutral ammonium citrate.

2.4 Fertilizer: any substance containing one,or more of thé basic elements used as a plant
nutrient.

2.5 Deleterious ingredient :any substance likely to be injurious to plant growth.

2.6 Lot: a collection of packages of the same size, type and style which have been manu-
factured and packaged under essentially the same conditions.
