SPECIFICATION FOR LIQUID SHAMPOO

1 SCOPE

This Mauritian Standard specifies requirementts for two grades of liquid shampoo based on
synthetic detergents.

2 DEFINITION
For the purpose of this standard the following definitions apply.

2.1 Liquid shampoo: A liquid preparation (or an emulsion) consisting ‘of surface active
agents as base and primarily used for cleaning the hair and scalp.

2.2 Surface active agent: A chemical compound which, when dissolved or dispersed in a
liquid, is preferentially adsorbed at an interface, thereby giving rise to a number of physico-
chemical properties of practical interest. The compound includes at least one group having
an affinity for markedly polar surfaces, ensuring in most cases solubilization in water, and
another group which has little affinity for water.

23 Product unit: A unit of the final product, packed in a glass, plastic or other suitable
container.

2.4 Lot: A number of containers consisting of product units of the same size, type and
style which have been manufactured under essentially the same conditions.

2.5 Emulsion: A fluid consisting of dispersion of fineoily globulesin a continuous aqueous
liquid phase.
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
