SPECIFICATION FOR SCHOOL CHALKS (WHITE AND COLOURED)

1 SCOPE

This Mauritian Standard specifies requirements for school chalks, both white and coloured
intended primarily for writing on blackboards.

2 DEFINITIONS
For the purpose of this standard the following definitions apply.
2:1 Defective: A chalk, white or coloured, which is either broken or that fails in one or

more respects to comply with the requirements of this standard.

3 MATERIALS
Chalks shall be made from good quality calcined mineral gypsumi of hemihydrate
of calcium sulphate (CaS0s+..H2:0). To this may be ad for pigmentation within
the following maximum limitation:

Lead — 250 mg/kg

Arsenic — 100 mg/kg

Cadmium — 100 mg/kg

4.2 Shape

The chalks shall h ular cross-section and shall be uniformly tapered.

The chalks e smooth and free from external blow holes.

The hardness of the chalks shall be such as to transfer freely and uniformly on blackboards
without scratching @b otherwise harming the blackboards, and to ensure that the mark can be
dry eraser or duster.

4.5 Mass

The nominal mass of a chalk shall be 5.0 g and no chalk shall weigh less than 4.65 g (see also
53.2).
